Playarea – The clerk updated the PC on work still not completed, and made the PC aware of work that was necessary to comply with the latest Inspection Report. The PC deemed the length of time waiting for the Playarea to be repaired by the repair company as too long and to cancel their contract. Land Availability “call for sites” – Cllr G. Fauvel informed the council that Cranborne Estates would be submitting the same areas of land that were submitted for the Local Plan.

Highways – Barnfield Road (speeding) – This was discussed and agreed that the clerk would email Highways to request a Traffic Survey or any other action deemed appropriate by them. The National Criteria will need to be met for any action to be taken. All Agreed. Action Clerk

No.97 Bus – Cllr A. Hayward reported that in order for the service to remain viable an increase in bus fares was recommended by the Joint Working Group. The proposed increase would mean fares going up by 50p to £2.50. The increase would not impact upon those who use their concessionary passes, and child fares would remain unchanged. Proposed: Cllr A.
